Background 

2. In 2014, the New Zealand Transport Agency (NZTA) provided an interim 
consultation document on ôGuidelines for Public Transport Infrastructure 
and Facilitiesõ. The intention of the guidelines is to encourage best practice, 
with the aim of improving the effectiveness of public transport across New 
Zealand, and in time replacing all existing local/regional/city public 
transport infrastructure and facility guidance.  

3. In mid -2018, the Greater Wellington Regional Council (GWRC) awarded 
new public transport (bus) contracts under the Public Transport Operating 
Model (PTOM). The new contracts in part looked to provide new, modern, 
more environmentally friendly buses with improved customer accessibility.  
As a result, the modernised bus fleet includes both double-decker, and 
longer wheelbase (length) buses. 

4. Existing bus stop infrastructure has not  kept up with changes in existing bus 
fleets. While new buses are designed to be fully accessible for customers, this 
is only achievable when the bus can position itself parallel to the kerb, 
allowing customers step-free access to the bus. This is particularly critical for 
customers with mobility aids, as well as prams or wheeled luggage, where 
having to step out onto the roadway and then up into the bus is a significant 
barrier to access.  
NZTA Guidelines provide the following gu idance in relation to kerbside bus 
stops. 

 

5. The NZTAõs core principles underlining its guidelines are those of 
Accessibility, Safety, Affordability and Operational Efficiency. The proposals 
contained within this report meet the core principals as follow s; 

a) Accessibility: ôthe vehicle aligns close and parallel with the stop platform.õ 

b) Safety: ôproviding infrastructure that is safe to useõ 

c) Affordability: ôimproved public transport infrastructure and facilities will 
unlock economic, social and environmental benefitsõ 

d) Operational Efficiency: ôefficiency should include the movement of 
vehicles, loading of vehiclesééõ, 
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6. The proposed changes to bus stops contained within this report have been 
identified by GWRC and Hutt City Officers a s not meeting the core 
principle s of the ôGuidelines for Public Transport Infrastructure and 
Facilities (draft). The main deficiencies relate to,õ 

a) insufficient bus stop length  

b) lack of required road markings (as a result of increased bus stop 
length); and 

c) lack of parking restrictions (no stopping) on either side of the bus 
stop to promote better kerb alignment  

These result in buses being unable to access stops safely, increasing the risk to 
multiple road users through damage to buses and property due to stri king 
poles and verandas, as well as disadvantaging bus users boarding and 
alighting from services.  

Discussion 

7. The proposed changes will align bus stops within Hutt Cityõs Network with 
the NZTA òGuidelines for Public Transport Infrastructure and Facilitiesó. 

8. The proposed bus stop layout changes will ensure that: 

a) the road markings (bus box) will be of sufficient length to 
accommodate both existing and planned buses operating on the 
network,õ 

b) ôno stoppingõ restrictions will allow buses to align correctly with the 
kerb allowing improved access/egress and safety for passengers; and 

c) ôno stoppingõ restrictions will improve the efficient running of the 
network by minimising the potential for buses to block traffic lanes 
due to poor alignment to the kerb.  

9. Some on-street parking will be affected (removed) as a result of the 
proposed changes. The effect on parking is shown on each individual aerial 
map contained within the appendices.  

Options 

10.    The options are to: 

a) do nothing, leaving the bus stops as they are, accepting that bus and 
passenger accessibility issues will continue to occur; or 

b) make the proposed changes to ensure that the listed bus stops meet 
the ôguidelinesõ as set down by NZTA, promoting Accessibility, 
Safety, Affordability and Operational Efficiency, promoting Public 
Transport, while aligning the on road infrastructure with Council õs 
Transport Activity Management Plan 2018 ð 28. 
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Consultation 

11. Consultation was undertaken by Greater Wellington Regional Council, 

and ran from 9 October to 22 October 2019 

(a) Dowse Drive (outside #274-276) - Bus Stop #8064: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 

affected properties being 270, 272, 274, 1/276, and 2/276 Dowse 

Drive.  

(ii)  One submission was received indicating their support for the 

proposal.  

(b) Poto Road (outside #69-71) ð Bus Stop #8066: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 62, 65, 67, 69 and 71 Poto Road. 

(ii ) One submission was received, indicating opposition to the 
proposed changes. The submitter stated they would like the 
broken yellow lines shortened by one metre to allow additional 
space to improve entry and egress from a driveway. An initial 
response quoted the national guidelines, explaining there 
would be little value in reducing the restrictions, but through 
continued dialogue it  was agreed that the restriction would be 
reduced to 8m to assist with the safety aspect of entry and 
egress from the driveway, and that this would not adversely 
affect the operation of the bus stop.  

(c) Poto Road (between #25-27) - Bus Stop #8068: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 25, 27, 30 and 32 Poto Rd.  

(ii)  No submissions were received.  

(d) Pokohiwi Road (outside #42-44) ð Bus Stop #8069: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the direct ly 
affected properties being 39, 39A, 41, 42, 44, 46 Pokohiwi Road. 

(ii)  One submission was received indicating their support for the 
proposal.  

(e) Pekanga Road (near #35) ð Bus Stop #8070: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 31, 31A, 33A, 33B, and 35 Pekanga 
Road. 

(ii)  No submissions were received.  
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(f) Pekanga Road (outside #7-9) ð Bus Stop #8071: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to  the directly 
affected properties being 5, 7 and 9 Pekanga Road.  

(ii)  No submissions were received.  

(g) Knights Road (outside #112-118) ð Bus Stop #8163: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 110, 112 and 118 Knights Rd. 

(ii)  Two submissions were received from properties consulted, 
both opposing the proposed changes due to the loss of on street 
parking on Knights Road.  

(h) Knights Road (outside #146-148) ð Bus Stop #8164: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 144, 146, 148 and 150 Knights Rd. 

(ii)  No submissions were received from the properties consulted at 
this stop.  

(i) Waiwhetu Road (outside #368-370) ð Bus Stop #8270: 

(i) Consultation documentation was d elivered to the directly 
affected properties being 366A, 366B, 368, 370 Waiwhetu Road, 
and 12A, 12B and 14 Naenae Road.   

(ii)  No submissions were received from the properties consulted at 
this stop.  

(j) Eastern Hutt Road (outside Taita College) ð Bus Stop #8298: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being Taita College, as well as an email sent 
to the school administration address. 

(ii)  No submission was received from Taita College via post or 
email. 

(k) Holborn Drive (outside #140-142) ð Bus Stop #8309: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 136, 138, 140 and 142 Holborn Drive.

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 93, 95, 97 and 98 Horoeka Street. 
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(ii)  No submissions were received.  

(m) Miromiro Road (outside#185) ð Bus Stop #9065: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to  the directly 
affected properties being 183 and 185 Miromiro Road. 

(ii)  One submission was received indicating support for the 
proposed changes.  

(n) Pokohiwi Road (outside #1) ð Bus Stop #9068: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 1 and 3 Pokohiwi Road.  

(ii)  No submissions were received.  

(o) Pokohiwi Road (outside #29) - Bus Stop #9069: 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 25, 27, 29, 31 and 33 Pokohiwi Road.  

(ii)  One submission was received indicating support for the 
proposed changes.  A response was provided to the submitter 
thanking them for their submission.  

(p) Pekanga Road (outside # 10) ð Bus Stop #9071 

(i) Consultation documentation was delivered t o the directly 
affected properties being 9, 10, 10A and 12 Pekanga Road.

Both opposed to the proposal due to the loss of on-
street parking.

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(i) Consultat ion documentation was delivered to the directly 
affected properties being 1 and 3 Eldon Grove, and to Taita 
College at 184 Eastern Hutt Road. The letterboxes for 4 and 5

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stop, and a reason against relocation as it would be less safe 

than the existing position.
